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<+ Fresh Tur'keys will be supplied again this year by our friends at 'Garvald Farm' in
Lanarkshire. Their turkeys are organically reared and are extremely tasty and
succulent. The price this year will be £10.20/kg. This is still below the price of any
comparable Organic Turkey that we've found (and many non-organic). They weigh
from 4kg (9Ib) - 9kg (20lb). Please place your orders soon and specify what
size you are looking for. We will do our best to meet your requirements.

* Fresh Geesell unfortunately the flock of geese that were getting along really
well on our farm, fell prey to some marauding creature one night .. we're not sure what
- fox, minx, ferret - but whatever it was certainly decided that Christmas had come
early ... and had its feast there and thenl! So we have turned to an excellent Scottish
producer of Organic geese to supply us and are now able to offer a limited supply of
top quality Scottish Organic Geese for Christmas. Unfortunately, this means that the
price is up on last year and we can only get slightly larger birds .. but the quality
should be excellent, and worth every penny! They should range in size from about
4.5 - 6.5 kg and will sell at £12.40/kg. If you're at all interested, please order
very soon to avoid being disappointed!

(Our meat price list can be
accessed on our website) Please remember to specify your collection date. If you
don't wish to place an order, feel free to stop by any time as we should be well stocked
with meat throughout the period.

Thursday 10™ to Wednesday 16™ February 2011

(Please make a note of this in your diaries as we're not likely to be in touch again
before then.)
